Mr. Dickinson welcomed Chief John Frazier, Road
Superintendent Gene Layne, Maintenance Superintende nt Jack

REGULAR TRUSTEES MEETING MINUTES:Mr. Mueller made the motion

to accept the minutes of the Regular Meeting held o n March 2,
2011, as presented. Ms. Port seconded the motion an dit
passed unanimously.

MONTHLY REPORTS:Mr. Mueller moved to accept the February

2011 monthly departmental reports from the Fire, Po lice,
Maintenance, Road, and Zoning departments. Ms. Port seconded
the motion and it passed unanimously

FIRE DEPARTMENT: Chief Frazier noted that the number of
rescue calls doubled in the month of February. He attributes
the increase to the stormy weather.

FIRE DEPARTMENT: TRUCK LOAN PAYOFE Mr. Dickinson asked

Chief Frazier for his recommendation regarding the fire truck
loan. There is an approximate balance of $128,000.0 0. Chief
Frazier explained that he has reservations at this time.
There is a problem with the tanker truck currently. The 15
year old tanker has to be sent back to the factory for
repairs. Russell Township does not have a second t anker so
while the tanker is away the Township will rely on Bainbridge
for aid. Repairs are expected to take approximatel y one
week. The life expectancy of a tanker is roughly 2 0 years.
Chief Frazier reported that his last tanker was in service
for 30 years. Chief Frazier recommends delaying a decision
on the loan until the factory assesses the conditio n of the
tanker. If a tank replacement is necessary it coul d cost
roughly $120,000.00. Further discussion of the loa n payoff

is tabled until a later meeting.

MAINTENANCE DEPARTMENTRECYCLING EVENTS Mr. Gallagher

reported that he has three recycling events schedul ed for the
spring. April 9 s the Electronic Scrap Collection. TVs

are not accepted at the Russell Township E-Scrap ev ent.
Geauga-Trumbull Solid Waste District will accept TV s for a

fee at one of their local events. April 23 'd s the Document

Shredding event. May 21 st is the Scrap Tire Collection
event. This event is funded by a grant.

MAINTENANCE DEPARTMENTBRIAR HILL FURNACE REPLACEMENT There
was discussion over the replacement of the Briar Hi I

furnace. Ms. Port reported that gas is available. She sent
a request to Dominion but has not received a respon se yet.
Several years ago the estimate was $3,600.00 to get gasto
Briar Hill. At that time it was not worth proceedi ng as the
church only consumed approximately $100.00 worth of oil per
year.

ROAD DEPARTMENT: Mr. Layne reported that the winter has been
very tough. He has just placed a salt order and will be
ready for next year . lce requires the use of more salt. The
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roads and parking lots took a terrible beating this
to much heaving and cracking.

ROAD DEPARTMENT: HB 114:
114 will be acted on by the Senate on Friday. She
that it increases the load limit of heavy trucks fo
farming, etc. The bill allows the trucks to carry
weight on fewer axles.
